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KITTERY, Maine (AP) -- Investigators awaited the results of an autopsy yesterday in what was characterized as the suspicious death of a 21-month-old toddler from Rochester, N.H. 

Cassidy Bortner was pronounced dead Thursday after being transported by ambulance from her babysitter's Kittery home to York Hospital, said Stephen McCausland, spokesman for the state Public Safety Department. 

"The babysitter called police and rescue and reported the baby was unresponsive," McCausland said. "State police have been working with Kittery, Rochester and New Hampshire State Police." 

New Hampshire State Police and assistant attorneys general are also involved in the investigation. 

Maine's chief medical examiner was performing the autopsy in Augusta. 

Cassidy lived with her mother, 18-year-old Amanda Bortner, in Rochester. 
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
