Officials await child's autopsy results

KITTERY, Maine — Police are continuing their investigation into the "suspicious" death of a 21-month-old Rochester, N.H., girl while they await the results of the infant's autopsy. 

Cassidy Bortner died Thursday afternoon on Rogers Road. 

According to the Chief Medical Examiner's office in Augusta, the autopsy results are pending further study. 

"We're continuing our investigation into Cassidy's death," said Maine State Police Sgt. Matthew Stewart. "We are considering the circumstances surrounding Cassidy's death and injuries to be of a suspicious nature." 

Amanda Bortner dropped her daughter off at the baby sitter's home on Thursday at 8:30 a.m., said Lt. Brian McDonough of the Maine State Police. The baby sitter is a relative of the child's mother, who lives with Jeff Marshall at 51 Rogers Road, he said. 

The child was pronounced deceased upon arrival at York Hospital. 

McDonough said the death is considered suspicious, but no charges have been filed at this time. 

"We are still in the early stages of the investigation," Stewart said.
