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Bortner appeal to be heard tomorrow

CONCORD (AP) -- The state Supreme Court will hear arguments tomorrow on the appeal of Amanda Bortner, convicted of failing to protect her daughter from the abuse that killed her. 

Twenty-one-month-old Kassidy Bortner died of injuries to her head and abdomen in 2000. Bortner's boyfriend, Chad Evans, was convicted of second-degree murder and assault and is serving 28 years to life in prison. 

Bortner, 21, was convicted in November 2002, on two misdemeanor counts of endangering the welfare of a child. She is serving two years at Strafford County jail. 

Bortner says the jury at her trial shouldn't have been shown autopsy photos of Kassidy. Bortner also claims prosecutors violated an immunity agreement when they charged her. 

Prosecutors argued at trial that even though Kassidy was injured seriously, Bortner drove her past three hospitals on the way to a baby-sitter's home in Maine. Kassidy died later that day.
