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	"Connections" are good but Chad Evans was wrongfully convicted

While wrongly imprisoned in the NH State Prison for the past 8+ years, Chad Evans has chosen to connect as much as he can to his son and family. A lesser man would be embittered by the injustice.
Chad was wrongly convicted of murder in 2001 for the 9 November 2000 death of 21-month-old Kassidy Bortner, the daughter of Chad's girlfriend, Amanda Bortner. Chad loved Kassidy from the day she and Amanda began living with him in late June, 2000. He was an experienced parent of his three-year-old son and a seven-year-old stepson.
On the evening of 8 November 2000, the day before Kassidy died, there was an accident where a Tee-ball hit Kassidy in the head. Chad seemed to recover from the accident and Chad gave her a bath. She had other bruises on her head, but they were all reasonably accounted for. Afterwards, he rubbed her body with J&J body lotion, and put on her diaper and pajamas, and then he read to her as she went to sleep. The next morning, he and Amanda scrambled to get Chad's son to day care, and Kassidy to a babysitter in Kittery, ME. Kassidy selected Reese's Puffs for her cereal and Chad put it into a baggie, and juice into a sippy cup. Five hours later, at the babysitter's, Kassidy died, mysteriously.
Chad Evans never hit, or even spanked, Kassidy Bortner. His story was not known until now because he was advised not to talk to the media and not to testify at his trial.
