"Convicted Murderer Says New Evidence Proves His Innocence"

SM   This is a copy of a letter that Chad Evans has sent to the State of New Hampshire trying to get a second look at his case.  He and a private investigator hired by the family, say evidence shows Kassidy Bortner's death could have been done by someone else, but more than likeley, could have been accidental.

MB 
In the year that I've been working on this, everything that I've found has indicated innocence.

SM 
Private investigator and writer, Morrison Bonpasse, said Chad Evans had no part in Kassidy Bortner's death. 

MB  
Chad never hit or even spanked Kassidy Bortner.

SM  
In fact, he says the state has made a mistake.

MB   It became increasingly clear that he has been wrongly convicted. 

SM  
Thirty-nine year old Chad Evans of Rochester was convicted nine years ago of abusing his girlfriend's daughter, 21-month old Kassidy Bortner, causing her death. 


Evans maintains that's not true. His family has even set up a website to proclaim his innocence. 

MB 
The blood matches the profile...

SM 
Bonpasse also says there is new evidence, like a DNA report done, that was never mentioned at trial.  Evidence that shows, he believes that shows Kassidy's own blood under her fingernails. 

MB 
Amanda did not believe that there was no blood under her fingernails when she took Kassidy to the babysitter's, and neither does Chad, so that would have been an interesting question to ask

SM 
During trial the defense tried to point the finger at Kassidy's babysitter.  Evans passed  Bonpasse also says that Evans passed a certified polygraph exam this summer, and he thinks that other theories were not examine enough.

MB 
Neither the police, the state police, or doctors, did not examine the idea that she could have died from accumulation of injuries. 

SM  
Chad and Bonpasse believe that a series of accidents, could have caused Kassidy's death, like accidentally being hit with a ball the night before her death

MB  
...and almost knocked her out, according to Chad. Her eyes went to the back of her head, rolled and... Chad was very concerned. 

SM  
Now, we did try to reach the Attorney General's office and the Governor's to see if they might take some action on this .   We could not get in touch with them. 


Meanwhile, Chad Evans won't be eligible for parole until he is in his 70's.
