Unfortunately, being ten years ago there is a lot I don't remember exactly but I'm gonna give it some thought and do my best. A few things I can recollect are Brandon's grandfather, Tom, asking me if that was Chad's little girl because he was so good with her. I also remember being proud of Chad for packing her a lunch with so many choices, peanut butter and jelly sandwich, banana, oreos, crackers and juice boxes. She did sit on his lap and ate pizza with him at lunch time. I can't remember if it was delivered or if that was when Geri stopped by. It was from a local pizza place down the road from us on rte 106. I remember her taking a nap on my lap singing her to sleep brushing her hair from her eyes like I do with my own daughter Aliza. "Skinnamainki dinky dink skinamirinki doo, I love you " and "freckled frogs". It got noisy in there so I remember taking her out to my car for awhile to sleep in the front seat of my car on on my lap for at least an hour and a half.
