    Today, I received a copy of your letter to Chad Evans of September 7, and read that the March 22, 2001 Maine State Police Crime Lab DNA testing report was in the discovery materials at pages 1947-49, which were forwarded to Chad's attorneys by a letter of August 13, 2001.  A copy of those pages is attached to this email. 
 

    Thank you very much for finding that report, amidst the discovery materials. I wish the error had been discovered sooner, but today is far better than later.  Those pages are definitely in the copy I have, which was given to Chad's family by Chad's attorneys.  I'm embarrassed that I missed it in my review of the discovery materials last year, and apologize to you, and to the Attorney General's offices of Maine and New Hampshire for that error.  This email is copied to Bill Stokes to communicate that apology to the State of Maine.  Instead of an error made by Maine and/or New Hampshire, the error was mine.  The finding of the report in the discovery materials doesn't change my views about Chad's innocence, but it does change the record of why that report was not referenced at Chad's trial. 
 

    The report will be posted in a few minutes on Chad's website, www.chadevanswronglyconvicted.org, along with a copy of this email.  Also, as soon as possible, I will make the necessary changes in related documents and in the book, EYE CONTACT - The Mysterious Death in 2000 in Maine of Kassidy Bortner and the Wrongful Conviction of Chad Evans in New Hampshire.  The third edition will be published in November and will contain the corrections.   The online edition, available at Chad's website, will be corrected tomorrow.
 

    Thank you, too, for agreeing to meet with four of Chad's representatives, including myself.  I'll contact you next week to schedule that meeting.  I'll be meeting with Chad this Thursday.
