F. Joshua Marshall, believed to be the child to survive longest with Stage 4 neuroblastoma, died Saturday at his home in York, Maine. He was 11.

Neuroblastoma is a malignant tumor that primarily afflicts infants and children.

Joshua was born in Newburyport. Shortly before his death, he had been an honor student in the sixth grade at the York Middle School.

He was also a member of the York Little League Rotary Athletics Baseball Team, of the recreational soccer and basketball leagues, and of the Cub Scouts.

Joshua spent a large part of his life in hospitals and set down his experience in a book titled, "Hospital is a Nightmare." It was produced in limited numbers and presented at the Dover, N.H., Jimmy Fund telethon.

The boy also had two of his wishes fulfilled: He met Roger Clemens of the Red Sox in 1987 and in 1992; and last July, through the efforts of the charitable "Make a Wish" program, he was able to visit Disney World.

Joshua leaves his mother, Janis M. (Adams) of York; his father, Frank D. of Newburyport; a brother, F. Jeffrey of York; his grandmother, Delina M. of Newburyport; his grandfather, Richard Adams of North Billerica; and many aunts, uncles and cousins.

A funeral Mass will be said at 10 a.m. tomorrow in St. Christopher's Church in York. Burial will be in the First Parish Cemetery in York.
