Yes, the only time I recall speaking with any of the media in my case was when I told Jennifer Saunders, “Should I speak with my head or my heart?” I remember that call clearly. She called me at my parents' house in Keene. I answered the phone and didn’t know at first that she was a reporter when she was looking for Chad. Alan and Mark advised me against ever talking to them. My heart was screaming out, “Tell this lady that you loved Kassidy and didn’t kill her.” I said the above [head/heart] and told her, "No thank you," when she asked if I wanted to make a statement.... 

It’s funny that you found this. Once during my trial or a hearing of some sort, Stephanie Bolduc was talking to Jennifer Saunders. Stephanie told me about their brief conversation at some point. Stephanie was saying to her that I wasn’t a monster or anything that the police have made me out to be. Saunders replied, “Yeah, I spoke to him once and he wasn’t at all what I expected. He was soft spoken and very polite.”
